Jonathan – 4th Grade

Jonathan is a 4th grade student who has been diagnosed with attention deficit disorder.  His parents have decided to use behavior modification techniques, changes in his diet, and changes in the family’s daily routines to better assist Jonathan.  As his teacher, you want to learn as much as you can about Jonathan, his family, and the disorder.


Jonathan loves math and is an active participant in class.  he often shouts out answers, even when reminded to wait to be called upon.  He is presently seated in the middle row of desks in the classroom.  He has difficulty staying on task, completing assignments, and remaining in his seat during class.  His grade in math does not reflect his interest or ability in the subject.


Reading is more difficult than math for Jonathan.  Testing revealed that he is reading at a level that is slightly below the average of his class.  He is able to follow two-step oral directions successfully.  He reads fluently, but does not answer comprehension questions accurately.  He is able to retell parts of the story if they are taught in small increments.


Jonathan has a group of friends that is described as “rambunctious” by the staff.  Jonathan is a follower in the group and his impulsivity often results in poor choices that land him in trouble with playground monitors and lunchroom attendants.
