School Attendance


Luis and Juan are twin brothers who have been placed in your 2nd grade classroom.  Their parents are migrant workers who have come to the area to assist with the harvest.  From part experience with the family, you know they will leave in a few months, then return later in the spring when they return to the area to help with farm work.  The family indicates that the children attend school “at home” during the remaining months of the school year.  You have not had access to school records from their home school.


Luis and Juan speak English and were in the first grade room across the hall from you last year, so you know them – and they know you.  Their mother doesn’t speak very much English but their father does.  Both parents are very interested in the education of their children, and want both to be successful.


Since it is the beginning of the school year, you want to gauge where students are with regard to reading.  You administer an informal inventory, evaluate reading based on predetermined passages and use the Dolch list to determine sight word mastery.  Luis and Juan score lower than others in your room, but you are certain that you can help them succeed through hard work, perseverance and the family’s support.
